Understanding Our Catholic Faith   
 

“…to His own disciples He  
explained everything in private.” 

 
I’d like to continue with 
the thought I previously 
expressed that it is im-
portant for us to open the 
gifts that God has given to 
us.  We cannot just put 
them on a shelf after re-
ceiving the Holy Spirit in 
Baptism and Confirma-
tion.   

Jesus speaks to us in this week’s Gospel.  He seems 
to look for the perfect parable to teach his followers 
so that they could grasp the depth of meaning re-
garding His Kingdom.  When Jesus entered a town 
there were those who became followers, and those 
who heard of His wonders and miracles and did not 
want to miss out.   
I delight in wonders and miracles just as much as 
the next person and God has surely stirred my faith 
by some of the things that I have witnessed.  But it is 
to his own disciples he explained everything in pri-
vate!   
This is where is all begins, in the privacy of our own 
prayer life.  This is where Jesus comes to meet us 
and where the Holy Spirit leads us to the Father.  It 
is here in the stillness of our own hearts that God 
makes Himself known and shares with us the treas-
ures of His Kingdom. This is where He reveals His 
gifts, the greatest being that He writes on our hearts 
the depth of His love. 
There is so much mystery in our faith, but God uses 
the mystery to call us forward, to encourage our 
hunger to understand Him more and more.  This 
will never be completely satisfied until we meet Him 
face to face.  In the meantime let is draw closer to 
Him, rest in His Presence, listen for Him, be fed by 
the waters of Salvation from His side, allow the eyes 
of our hearts to be open to all the mysteries of His 
Kingdom.  Then without warning, He will open up 
the scriptures to us and work a wonder in our hearts 
with His transforming power.   
Do not be satisfied with the parable and the ques-
tions it invokes 
but seek the Lord 
in private to an-
swer all your 
questions and 
longings, and 
transform your 
life.  The Gifts are 
unending!
